Item No.1.
Approval for offering B.Tech. collaborative double degree Programs at JNTUA CEA.

The item is proposed by the Director of Academic & Planning and is seconded by the Principal, JNTUA, CEA.
Resolution:
 The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has considered the above requisition and approved to ofter following B.Tech. collaborative double degree programs with an intake of 10 seats from the academic year 2017-18.

Among the approved intake of 10 seats 9 seats are alloted for Indian Nationals and one seat is alloted for FN/PIO/NRI quota. If seats are vacant in Indian  Nationals quota then these seats may be filled with FN/PIO/NRI quota and vice versa. In any case total seats for FN/PIO/NRI quota shall not exceed 15% (i.e., 9 seats) of the existing sanctioned strength of 60 for the above courses at JNTUA CEA. 
Item No.2: Ratification of credits for Rejoined students from R09 to R13 at III-I, III-II, IV-I and IV-II semesters. 

The item is proposed by the Director of Academic & Planning and is seconded by the Principal, JNTUA CEA.

Resolution: The Standing Committee for Academic Sanate is approved above requisiation. All the Civil Engineering students admitted in R09 regulations and readmitted at III-I, III-II, IV-I and IV-II semesters under R13 regulations can not pursue survey camp which is introduced at II-II semester of R13 revised regulations. Therefore, discrepancy arises regarding credits that are to be obtained while pursuing R13 revised regulations after readmission. Hence, to eliminate discrepancy, Standing Committee for Academic Senate has approved to award 12 credits for the final year project intead of 10 credits for Civil Engineering students only.

Item No.3: Ratification of conducting BoS Meeting for Syllabus revision of PG and Ph.D courses offered by the University. 
The item is proposed by the Director of Academic and Planning, JNTUA and is seconded by the Director of Evaluation, JNTUA.
Resolution:
The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has approved to conduct  the PG and Ph.D. syllabus revision by conducting Board of Studies (BoS) meetings for all the PG and Ph.D. courses offered by the University. Also, permission has been given to identify suitable journals in each discipline which is applicable from the academic year 2017-18 onwards. 
Item No. 4: Approval for the guidelines framed by the committee for providing Ph.D admissions for the industry/Executives/R&D/Foreign Nationals/Regular employees working in Government/Private/ Public sectors, etc. under super numerary quota.  

The item is proposed by the Director OTPRI, JNTUA and is seconded by the Director of Evaluation, JNTUA.

 The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has considered the total guidelines prepared by the committee constituted vide reference Proc.No.RP/JNTUA/2016-17/R&D committee, dated 24-03-2017 for providing Ph.D admissions for the industry/Executives/R&D/Foreign Nationals/Regular employees working in Government /Private/Public sectors, etc. under super numerary quota.

Item No. 5: Approval for inclusion of Water Resources Engineering mini                 Project in the B.Tech. Civil Engineering course.

The item is proposed by the Principal, JNTUA, CEA and is seconded by the Director, JNTUA OTPRI.
Resolution:
 The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has approved the above mentioned item. Government of Andhra Praesh has appointed a committee for possibility of inclusion of Water Resources Engineering in the B.Tech. Civil Engineering curriculum as it has roots in the tasks of supplying water for human use. Subsequently, committee resolved the following: 

1. It is resolved to introduce a mini-project for B.Tech Civil Engineering students at the end of 3rd year 2nd semester i.e., during summer vacation for at least 15 days period on topics of Water Resources Engineering. 
2. This mini-project shall be allotted two credits in the curriculum by reducing two credits from the B.Tech project in the final year.
3. The mini-project shall be evaluated in the beginning of 4th year by a committee consisting of Head of Civil Engineering Department along with two senior faculty members of the Department.
4. The topics for the mini-project may be chosen to address local water related issues and students should be encouraged to go the field and work in tandem with Government water resources departments.

The committee also identified list of 50 topics for pursuing mini-project (ANNEXURE - II).

The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has considered above mentioned points and accorded permission to include mini-project on Water Resources Engineering for B.Tech Civil Engineering students admitted in R15 regulations.

Item No. 6: Ratification of revised guidelines of Challenge Valuation.
The item is proposed by the Director of Evaluation, JNTUA and is seconded by the Principal, JNTUA CEA.

Therefore, students who have not supplied/provided Aadhar number and who do not have Aadhar number then the phrase “Not provided” will be printed in the Original degree certificate in the space provided for printing Aadhar number.      
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
