The item is proposed by the Director of Academic and Planning and is seconded by the Director of Evaluation, JNTUA.

In his letter he has stated that he had studied I year B.Tech., in Rajeev Gandhi Memorial College of Engineering & Technology, Nandyal under Autonomous regulations and passed all subjects except Mathematics-I and Fundamental of Computers & C Program. Due to ill health he got transferred to Narayana Engineering College, Nellore through Higher Education Department, dated: 27-08-2014 and joined under R13 regulations of our University. Subsequently, he has cleared all the subjects including pending subjects through University examinations and secured total of 176 credits including I year. However, As per R13 regulations a student is eligible for B.Tech degree if he/she secures 180 credits.  

Hence, the Director of Evaluation, JNTUA has referred (Vide ref.2) the matter to the University and requested for necessary directions on the above issue. Under the above, circumstances, the University has constituted a committee to examine the issue and submit its recommendations.

Accordingly, the constituted committee has met on 13-09-2017 at 04.00 PM & 16-09-2017 at 02.00 PM and recommended for rationalizing/equalizing the first year credits by enhancing the credits from 41 to 45. And also requested the University to instruct the Principal, Rajeev Gandhi Memorial College of Engineering & Technology, Nandyal (Autonomous) to issue separate marks memo to the candidate pertaining to I year B.Tech., by enhancing the credits from 41 to 45. Further, committee recommended to penalize the Principal, Narayana Engineering College, Nellore for not guiding the student properly at the right time and failure to inform the University authorities about the matter. The committee also suggested to obtain necessary approval from Standing Committee for Academic Senate of JNTUA before issuing PC & CMM certificates.

And also requested the University to instruct the Principal, JNTUA College of Engineering (Autonomous), Ananthapuramu to issue separate marks memo to the candidate pertaining to I year B.Tech. (considering both the semesters) by enhancing the credits from 43 to 45. Further, committee recommended to penalize the Principal, Gokula Krishna College of Engineering, Sullurpet, SPSR Nellore District for not guiding the student properly at the right time and failure to inform the University authorities about the matter. The committee also suggested to obtain necessary approval from Standing Committee for Academic Senate of JNTUA before issuing PC & CMM certificates.

Item No. 4: Approval for conducting of Online Examination with revised           pattern for M.Tech./M.Pharmacy from Academic Year 2017-18 onwards.

The item is proposed by the Director of Evaluation, JNTUA and is seconded by the Director OTPRI, JNTUA.
The revised evaluation pattern shall be 60% external, 20% online and  20% internal examinations such that 60 Marks are meant for the conventional external examination of either or type question pattern to be conducted by the University; 20 Marks are through conventional I Mid and II Mid Internal Examinations to be conducted by the College; and remaining 20 marks are through two Online Examinations to be conducted by the University each for 10 Marks.  The University shall conduct two Online Examinations each for 10 marks with 10 Multiple Choice Questions carrying one mark each. The first online examination for 10 marks shall contain 10 questions, from units I and II with 4 to 6 questions from each unit and shall be conducted when the I Internal Examinations are conducted. The Second online examination for10 marks shall contain 10 questions from  units  III, IV & V with 3 to 4 questions from each unit. The second Online Examination shall be conducted at the time of II Internal Examinations. Both the Online Examinations shall be conducted by the University in each theory subject.
