	The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has considered the above requisition and the resolved the following after noting the facts: 

The Registrar JNTUA, Ananthapuramu in his letter dt:19.11.2018 to the Principal, SKIT, Srilalahasthi stated that the faculty who pursued M.Tech PG programmes in a weekend mode offered by Sathyabama Institute of Science and Technology (Deemed to be University) Chennai are not considered by JNTUA. In this regard, Registrar Sathyabama Institute of Science and Technology submitted a letter that their University is not offering and has not offered any weekend PG Programmes. Further, it is offering part time PG programmes which are equivalent to M.Tech regular programs. These M.Tech part time are approved by AICTE after November 2017 and prior to November 2017 as per the notification of the UGC they are empowered to offer part time PG programmes. Based on these facts the following resolutions are made:

1. The part tine PG programmes pursued by 6 faculty   members of SKIT  have been considered equivalent to M.Tech regular programme. However, to be cautious the University may write a letter to UGC to confirm the same. JNTUA will consider the M.Tech Programmes pursued by any faculty of any affiliated colleges in part time mode from Sathyabama Institute of Science and Technology (Deemed to be University) Chennai as equivalent to M.Tech (Regular) programmes.

	The Standing Committee for Academic Senate has considered the above requisition and resolved the following:
1. To conduct internal objective examinations for 10 marks through encrypted question paper uploaded into examination portal. The description pass word and key shall be given 10 minutes before the examination commencement. Examination will be conducted online by the respective institutions. The disciplines ECE, ME, EEE may be considered as one group and the remaining disciplines  may considered as second group to conduct online examination in two different time slots. Two different   question papers shall be given to two groups for the same subject. It is applicable for the present semester only.  

2. However, TCS proposal of conducting online internal objective examinations may be considered if it is viable both financially and technically. This second proposal may be considered for the next semester onwards and if possible for first semester itself.
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
